e Objectives provide standards or guides for project work — they provide direction. However, it is not necessary to meet all
additional objectives.
e Members can evaluate their progress in a particular project area.
¢ Members who work toward those objectives have the opportunity to enjoy similar, sound project experiences.
e Judging committees may use objectives to evaluate the progress a member has made in improving his/her skills in a particular
area.
o There are four required objectives for each project: Develop fundamental knowledge and skills in chosen project areas
o Apply all 4-H training and experience in choosing and preparing for a career
o Practice leadership, civic engagement, responsibility and community service skills in 4-H and the community
o Develop integrity, sportsmanship, decision-making capability and public speaking skills through experiential learning
