These industries assist farmers and livestock producers in producing healthy, marketable livestock or crops. Examples of agribusiness include, but are not limited to, marketing livestock or an agricultural industry or product, buying and selling farm equipment, custom baling businesses, or collecting and selling reproductive assistance supplies.  

Youth in 8th-12th grades involved in agribusiness are eligible to apply for this scholarship to be awarded upon graduation from high school and enrollment in higher education.
