12 X 12 inch
~~~

This refers to 
either a 

scrapbook or 
paper size.  This 
is the largest size 

scrapbook you 
can use.



Page Protectors
~~~

These are used on 
your scrapbook 

pages to protect 
them.  Most 

scrapbooks come 
with them but 
extras can be 

purchased 
separately.



Double Sided Tape
~~~

There are many 
brands and styles of 
double sided tape.  

Used to secure 
pictures, 

embellishments, 
matting, etc. to 
scrapbook page.



Crop
~~~

Trimming pictures down into different shapes or 
sizes to focus in on the dominant image in the 

picture.



Spiral Bound
~~~

Spiral Bound
Scrapbook does 
not allow for 

pages to be taken 
out or 

rearranged as 
easily as other 

scrapbooks.



Card Stock
~~~

Lots of variety of 
solids and 

designer card 
stock paper. 

Cardstock comes 
in different 
thicknesses. 

Comes in 8 ½ X 
11 and 12 X 12 



Paper Trimmers
~~~

There are many 
brands and styles. 
Use these to cut 

pictures and paper.  
One of the best tools 
to speed up cutting.  



Three Ring
~~~

Three Ring
Scrapbook is one 
option to use for 

storing your 
scrapbook pages.



Gel Pens
~~~

Used for journaling, 
writing titles or 

decorating pages. 
May smear easily if 
not allowed to dry 

completely.



Specialty Paper
~~~

Lots of variety of textures such as embossed, 
glitter, metallic and more.  Comes in 8 ½ X 11 

and 12 X 12 inches.



Glue Dots
~~~

There are many 
brands of glue dots.  

Used to secure 
embellishments to 
scrapbook page.



Straight Edge 
Scissors

~~~
There are many 

brands. Use smaller 
scissors for easier 
handling.  Used to 
cut paper, ribbon, 

and more.



Shape Cutters
~~~

From manual to 
electric, there 
are many kinds.  
Use a cutter and 
plastic template, 
paper punches, 

die cutting 
machine, Cricut
or one of many 
other options! 



Post Bound
~~~

Post Bound
Scrapbook comes 

with page 
protectors.  Pages 

slide into 
protectors easily 
and can be re-

arranged without 
taking book 

apart



Patterned Paper
~~~

Lots of variety of 
patterned paper 
to fit themes, 

colors, and more! 
Comes in 8 ½ X 
11 and 12 X 12 

inches.



Decorative Scissors
~~~

There are many 
brands and 

decorative cuts. Use 
these to cut pictures 
and paper with fancy 

edge.  



Craft Knife
~~~

There are many 
brands and styles.  

Use to cut shapes or 
trim paper.  



Strap Style
~~~

Strap Style
Scrapbook comes 

with pages and page 
protectors.  Can 

rearrange pages by 
taking the straps 

loose.



Vellum
~~~

A see-through paper 
that is often used 

over photos to soften 
the look. Allows you 
to write or print on 
the vellum but still 

see image in 
background. Comes 
in different colors.



Felt Tip Markers
~~~

Markers can be used 
to journal, write 

titles, or decorate 
pages.

Another type of marker is a 
brush marker – brands such 
as Copic markers, Master 

Markers, etc. are great for 
  



Embellishment
~~~

Used to add interest 
to your page and 

usually goes with the 
theme, color 

scheme, or occasion 
being featured.



8 ½ X 11 inch
~~~

This refers to 
either a 

scrapbook or 
paper size.  This 
is the smallest 
size scrapbook 
you can use.



Matting
~~~

Using paper behind a 
photo or journaling 
to frame out and 

make picture stand 
out a little more.  
Matting can be as 
many layers as you 

wish.



Colored Pencils

Used for journaling,  
writing titles, 

coloring or 
decorating pages. 
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
